— 2Tim. 2:16-18 - “But shun profane and idle
babblings, for they will increase to more
ungodliness. 17 And their message will spread like
cancer. Hymenaeus and Philetus are of this sort,
18 who have strayed concerning the truth, saying

that the resurrection is already past; and they
overthrow the faith of some.”




Things That Will Not Happen On

* Jesus will not establish an earthly kingdom.

— 1Cor. 15:23-24 - “But each one in his own order:
Christ the first fruits, afterward those who are
Christ’s at His coming. 24 Then comes the end,
when He delivers the kingdom to God the Father,
when He puts an end to all rule and all authority

and power.”




Things That Will Not Happen On
Last Day:

* There will be no secret rapture where the
righteous are taken from the earth.

— John 5:28-29 - “Do not marvel at this; for the hour
iIs coming in which all who are in the graves will
hear His voice 29 and come forth--those who have
done good, to the resurrection of life, and those
who have done evil, to the resurrection of
condemnation.”

— Rev. 1:7 - “Behold, He is coming with clouds, and
every eye will see Him, even they who pierced
Him. And all the tribes of the earth will mourn
because of Him. Even so, Amen.”




Things That Will Not Happen On
Last Day:

e There will be no millennium on this earth.

— 2Peter 3:10-12 - “But the day of the Lord will come
as a thief in the night, in which the heavens will
pass away with a great noise, and the elements will
melt with fervent heat; both the earth and the
works that are in it will be burned up. 11 Therefore,
since all these things will be dissolved, what
manner of persons ought you to be in holy conduct
and godliness, 12 looking for and hastening the
coming of the day of God, because of which the
heavens will be dissolved, being on fire, and the
elements will melt with fervent heat?”

e Jesus will be revealed from heaven and return
with the angels.

— 2Thes. 1:7 - “And to give you who are troubled
rest with us when the Lord Jesus is revealed from
heaven with His mighty angels.”

— 1Thes. 4:16 - “For the Lord Himself will descend
from heaven with a shout, with the voice of an
archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And the
dead in Christ will rise first.”

e There will be a resurrection of all of the dead.

— John 5:28-29 - “Do not marvel at this; for the hour
Is coming in which all who are in the graves will
hear His voice 29 and come forth--those who have
done good, to the resurrection of life, and those
who have done evil, to the resurrection of
condemnation.”




What Will Happen On The Last Da

 Those who are alive will be changed.

— 1Thes. 4:17 - “Then we who are alive and remain
shall be caught up together with them in the clouds
to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall
always be with the Lord.”

— 1Cor. 15:51-52 - “Behold, | tell you a mystery: We
shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed-- 52
in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last
trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead
will be raised incorruptible, and we shall be
changed.”

— 2Peter 3:10-11 - “But the day of the Lord will
come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens
will pass away with a great noise, and the
elements will melt with fervent heat; both the
earth and the works that are in it will be burned
up.

* The righteous and unrighteous will be judged ane
separated.

— 2Cor. 5:10 - “For we must all appear before the
judgment seat of Christ, that each one may receive
the things done in the body, according to what he has

done, whether good or bad.”

— Matt. 25:31-33 - “When the Son of Man comes in His
glory, and all the holy angels with Him, then He will sit
on the throne of His glory. 32 All the nations will be
gathered before Him, and He will separate them one
from another, as a shepherd divides his sheep from
the goats. 33 And He will set the sheep on His right
hand, but the goats on the left.”




What Will Happen On The Last Day

* The faithful will be given entrance into heaven.

— Matt. 25:34 - “Then the King will say to those on
His right hand, Come, you blessed of My Father,
inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the
foundation of the world.”




What Will Happen On The Last Day

The unfaithful will be cast into hell and

punished forever.

— Matt. 25:41 - “Then He will also say to those on
the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, you cursed,

into the everlasting fire prepared for the devil
and his angels.”

— Rev. 20:15 - “And anyone not found written in
the Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire.”




Before The Last Day

* Be holy, godly, diligent, peaceable, pure, blameless,
cautious, steadfast, and growing.

— 2Peter 3:11-14, 17-18 - “Therefore, since all these things will
be dissolved, what manner of persons ought you to be in holy
conduct and godliness, 12 looking for and hastening the
coming of the day of God, because of which the heavens will

be dissolved, being on fire, and the elements will melt with
fervent heat? 13 Nevertheless we, according to His promise,
look for new heavens and a new earth in which righteousness
dwells. 14 Therefore, beloved, looking forward to these things,
be diligent to be found by Him in peace, without spot and
blameless... 17 You therefore, beloved, since you know this
beforehand, beware lest you also fall from your own
steadfastness, being led away with the error of the wicked; 18
but grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ. To Him be the glory both now and forever. ”




Before The Last Day

* Be righteous; abandon sin.

— Isa. 3:10-11 - “Say to the righteous that it shall be
well with them, For they shall eat the fruit of their
doings. 11 Woe to the wicked! It shall be ill with
him, For the reward of his hands shall be given him.”

— 1Peter 1:17 - “And if you call on the Father, who
without partiality judges according to each one's
work, conduct yourselves throughout the time of
your stay here in fear.”




Before The Last Day

* Do not believe that you have plenty of time.

— Heb. 2:1-3 - “Therefore we must give the more
earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we
drift away. 2 For if the word spoken through angels
proved steadfast, and every transgression and
disobedience received a just reward, 3 how shall
we escape if we neglect so great a salvation...”




Before The Last Day

2Peter 3:3-10 - “Knowing this first: that scoffers will come in th
last days, walking according to their own lusts, 4 and saying,
Where is the promise of His coming? For since the fathers fell
asleep, all things continue as they were from the beginning of
creation. 5 For this they willfully forget: that by the word of God
the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of water and
in the water, 6 by which the world that then existed perished,
being flooded with water. 7 But the heavens and the earth which
are now preserved by the same word, are reserved for fire until
the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men. 8 But,
beloved, do not forget this one thing, that with the Lord one day is
as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day. 9 The Lord
is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but
is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but
that all should come to repentance. 10 But the day of the Lord will
come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens will pass away
with a great noise, and the elements will melt with fervent heat;
both the earth and the works that are in it will be burned up.”




Before The Last Day

* You have power of choice over where you will
spend eternity, but only before the last day.

— Rev. 6:15-17 - “And the kings of the earth, the
great men, the rich men, the commanders, the
mighty men, every slave and every free man, hid
themselves in the caves and in the rocks of the
mountains, 16 and said to the mountains and
rocks, Fall on us and hide us from the face of Him
who sits on the throne and from the wrath of the

Lamb! 17 For the great day of His wrath has come,
and who is able to stand?”




Before The Last Day

* Rev. 22:1-7 - “And he showed me a pure river of water o
life, clear as crystal, proceeding from the throne of God a
of the Lamb. 2 In the middle of its street, and on either Side
of the river, was the tree of life, which bore twelve fruits,
each tree yielding its fruit every month. The leaves of the
tree were for the healing of the nations. 3 And there shall

be no more curse, but the throne of God and of the Lamb
shall be in it, and His servants shall serve Him. 4 They shall
see His face, and His name shall be on their foreheads. 5
There shall be no night there: They need no lamp nor light
of the sun, for the Lord God gives them light. And they shall
reign forever and ever. 6 Then he said to me, ‘These words
are faithful and true.” And the Lord God of the holy prophets
sent His angel to show His servants the things which must
shortly take place. 7 ‘Behold, | am coming quickly! Blessed is
he who keeps the words of the prophecy of this book.”

* Rev. 22:12-14 - “And behold, | am coming
quickly, and My reward is with Me, to give to
every one according to his work. 13 | am the
Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the
End, the First and the Last. 14 Blessed are
those who do His commandments, that they
may have the right to the tree of life, and may
enter through the gates into the city.”
