God Is Interested In What Happens To The Nations...

Dan. 5:18-31 - ““O king, the Most High God gave Nebuchadnezzar your father a kingdom and
majesty, glory and honor. And because of the majesty that He gave him, all peoples, nations,
and languages trembled and feared before him. Whomever he wished, he executed;
whomever he wished, he kept alive; whomever he wished, he set up; and whomever he
wished, he put down. But when his heart was lifted up, and his spirit was hardened in pride,
he was deposed from his kingly throne, and they took his glory from him. Then he was driven
from the sons of men, his heart was made like the beasts, and his dwelling was with the wild
donkeys. They fed him with grass like oxen, and his body was wet with the dew of heaven, till
he knew that the Most High God rules in the kingdom of men, and appoints over it whomever
He chooses. But you his son, Belshazzar, have not humbled your heart, although you knew all
this. And you have lifted yourself up against the Lord of heaven. They have brought the
vessels of His house before you, and you and your lords, your wives and your concubines,
have drunk wine from them. And you have praised the gods of silver and gold, bronze and
iron, wood and stone, which do not see or hear or know; and the God who holds your breath
in His hand and owns all your ways, you have not glorified. Then the fingers of the hand were
sent from Him, and this writingwas written. And this is the inscription that was written:
MENE, MENE, TEKEL, UPHARSIN. This is the interpretation of each word. MENE: God has
numbered your kingdom, and finished it; TEKEL: You have been weighed in the balances, and
found wanting; PERES: Your kingdom has been divided, and given to the Medes and Persians.’
Then Belshazzar gave the command, and they clothed Daniel with purple and put a chain of
gold around his neck, and made a proclamation concerning him that he should be the third
ruler in the kingdom. That very night Belshazzar, king of the Chaldeans, was slain. And Darius
the Mede received the kingdom, being about sixty-two years old.”

Rev. 18:3-8 - “/For all the nations have drunk of the wine of the
wrath of her fornication, the kings of the earth have committed
fornication with her, and the merchants of the earth have become
richithrough the abundance of her luxury:” And | heard another
voice from heaven saying, ‘Come out.of her, my people, lest you
share in her sins, and lest you receive of her plagues. For her sins
have reached to.heaven, and God has remembered her iniquities.
Render to her just as she rendered to you, and repay her double
according to her works; inithe cup which she has mixed, mix
doublefor her.In the measure that she glorified herself and lived
luxuriously,iin the same measure give her torment and sorrow; for
she says in her heart, “l sit as queen, and.am no widow, and will
not see sorrow.” Therefore her plagues will'come in one day--death
and mourning and famine. And she will be utterly burned with fire,
for strong is the Lord God who judges her.””

For the God forgetters...

Rom. 1:18-32 - “For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and
unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in unrighteousness, because what may be
known of God is manifest in them, for God has shown it to them. For since the creation of the
world His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made,
even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse, because, although
they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile in their
thoughts, and their foolish hearts were darkened. Professing to be wise, they became fools,
and changed the glory of theincorruptible God into an image made like corruptible man--and
birds and four-footed animals and creeping things. Therefore God also gave them up to
uncleanness, in the lusts of their hearts, to dishonor their bodies among themselves, who
exchanged the truth of God for the lie, and worshiped and served the creature rather than
the Creator, who is blessed forever. Amen. For this reason God gave them up to vile passions.
For even their women exchanged the natural use for what is against nature. Likewise also the
men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust for one another, men with
men committing what is shameful, and receiving in themselves the penalty of their error
which was due. And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave
them over to a debased mind, to do those things which are not fitting; being filled with all
unrighteousness, sexual immorality, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy,
murder, strife, deceit, evil-mindedness; they are whisperers, backbiters, haters of God,
violent, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, undiscerning,
untrustworthy, unloving, unforgiving, unmerciful; who, knowing the righteous judgment of
God, that those who practice such things are deserving of death, not only do the same but
also approve of those who practice them.”

For your hands are defiled with blood,
And your fingers with iniquity; Your lips have spoken lies, Your tongue has muttered perversity.
No one calls for justice, Nor does any plead for truth. They trust in empty words and speak lies;
They conceive evil and bring forth iniquity. They hatch vipers' eggs and weave the spider's web;
He who eats of their eggs dies, And from that which is crushed a viper breaks out. Their webs
will not become garments, Nor will they cover themselves with their works; Their works are
works of iniquity, And the act of violence is in.their hands. Their feet run to evil, And they make
haste to shed innocent blood; Their thoughts are thoughts of iniquity; Wasting and destruction
are in their paths.
