Psalm 66:1-10 - “Make a joyful shout to God, all the earth! 2 
Sing out the honor of His name; Make His praise glorious. 3 
Say to God, "How awesome are Your works! Through the 
greatness of Your power Your enemies shall submit 
themselves to You. 4 All the earth shall worship You And 
sing praises to You; They shall sing praises to Your name."

Our Lord is an Awesome Savior
1John 4:9-19 - “In this the love of God was manifested toward us, that God 

has sent His only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through 

Him. 10 In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent 

His Son to be the propitiation for our sins. 11 Beloved, if God so loved us, 

we also ought to love one another. 12 No one has seen God at any time. If 

we love one another, God abides in us, and His love has been perfected in 

us. 13 By this we know that we abide in Him, and He in us, because He has 

given us of His Spirit. 14 And we have seen and testify that the Father has 

sent the Son as Savior of the world. 15 Whoever confesses that Jesus is the 

Son of God, God abides in him, and he in God. 16 And we have known and 

believed the love that God has for us. God is love, and he who abides in 

love abides in God, and God in him. 17 Love has been perfected among us 

in this: that we may have boldness in the day of judgment; because as He is, 

so are we in this world. 18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts 

out fear, because fear involves torment. But he who fears has not been 

made perfect in love. 19 We love Him because He first loved us.”

I am an Amazed Child of an Awesome Father

1John 3:1-10 - “Behold what manner of love the Father has bestowed 
on us, that we should be called children of God! Therefore the world 
does not know us, because it did not know Him. 2 Beloved, now we 
are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed what we shall 
be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for 
we shall see Him as He is. 3 And everyone who has this hope in Him 
purifies himself, just as He is pure. 4 Whoever commits sin also 
commits lawlessness, and sin is lawlessness. 5 And you know that He 
was manifested to take away our sins, and in Him there is no sin. 6 
Whoever abides in Him does not sin. Whoever sins has neither seen 
Him nor known Him. 7 Little children, let no one deceive you. He who 
practices righteousness is righteous, just as He is righteous. 8 He who 
sins is of the devil, for the devil has sinned from the beginning. For 
this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy 
the works of the devil. 9 Whoever has been born of God does not sin, 
for His seed remains in him; and he cannot sin, because he has been 
born of God. 10 In this the children of God and the children of the 
devil are manifest: Whoever does not practice righteousness is not of 
God, nor is he who does not love his brother.”
